Key Points


The population of Greater Sydney has increased from 4,119,188 in 2006 to 4,391,674 in 2011, an increase of 272,486 people. 


The proportion of people who reported no religious affiliation has increased from 14.1 per cent in 2006 to 17.6 per cent in 2011. 


Mandarin is the third most common language spoken at home other than English.


Median household weekly rent has increased from $250 in 2006 to $351 in 2011, an increase of $101 per week.


Median household monthly mortgage repayments have increased from $1,800 in 2006 to $2,167 in 2011, an increase of $367.
